Because of the love of God, we can love our neighbor in a new way. We can love our neighbor without performance anxiety, without worrying about results. We can now love, not for success or gratification or happiness or fulfillment, but FROM God’s love.”

· Discipling does more than just save souls, though that is an awesome thing. It grows to pull more and more people under the redemptive cover of Christ’s blood.

2. Being patient in adversity (Col 1:24)

3. Consecrating our lives completely to the service of God (2 Tim 2:1-4)
4. Giving ourselves tirelessly to people (I Thes 2:9)

5. Seeking not the acclamation of men (Mat 6:1-4)
