Key Points

What is it going to take to cause some of us to actually share our faith and begin to actually disciple another person? 

So what is needed is a level of motivation that is bigger – more compelling - than all of obstacles combined!  

What is Motivation?  It’s a set of factors; conscious and unconscious that determine an act or behavior.  It’s what encourages an individual to move and work in order to reach a goal.

“Therefore encourage one another and build each other up, just as in fact you are doing.”  (1Thess 5:11).

A conqueror is motivated to become a conquer – there is will involved and imagination, and tactical skills and leadership and love and endurance and wisdom.  All of these cardinal virtues will grow in us as we step out to do what our Lord is clearly calling each and every one of us out to do!
