Two Paths (from The Didache)
1:1 There are two paths, one of life and one of death, and the difference is great between the two paths. 1:2 Now the path of life is this -- first, thou shalt love the God who made thee, thy neighbour as thyself, and all things that thou wouldest not should be done unto thee, do not thou unto another. 

5:1 But the path of death is this. First of all, it is evil, and full of cursing; there are found murders, adulteries, lusts, fornication, thefts, idolatries, soothsaying, sorceries, robberies, false witnessings, hypocrisies, double-mindedness, craft, pride, malice, self-will, covetousness, filthy talking, jealousy, audacity, pride, arrogance; 5:2 there are they who persecute the good -- lovers of a lie, not knowing the reward of righteousness, not cleaving to the good nor to righteous judgment, watching not for the good but for the bad, from whom meekness and patience are afar off, loving things that are vain, following after recompense, having no compassion on the needy, nor labouring for him that is in trouble, not knowing him that made them, murderers of children, corrupters of the image of God, who turn away from him that is in need, who oppress him that is in trouble, unjust judges of the poor, erring in all things. 
From all these, children, may ye be delivered. 

The Way of Death

(Rom 1:24-32, 2Tim 4:3, 4)
Our Christian Obligation

Evangelism is a rescue mission; we take back the captives from the enemy.
In the story of Jonah, unbelievers motivate the believers to wake up and cry out to God because if there was no divine intervention destruction would overtake them. Only the believers have the answer to transform the circumstances, and that is through prayer.
We are here to save God’s children from all the deceptions of evil. We are the remnant that God uses to provide rescue.

· God gave us authority (Mat 28:18-20, Luke 10:19, Acts 1:8)

· This is a responsibility (Rom 10:13-15, 17)
· We have been given strength (Eph 6:10, Isa 52:1)

· We must be prepared through self-deliverance (2 Cor 10:3-5) 

· We must pray that we become excellent ministers of the good news (Eph 6:18-20)
Characteristics We Need in Order to Evangelize Well

· Faith (Eph 2:8)
· Humility

· Simplicity

· Surrender

· Obedience
When we have all these things, we have holiness.

Characteristics of Good Evangelistic Discussion

1. Find a way to connect with their lives

2. Be clear
3. Be concise

4. Be accurate; if you don’t have the answer, don’t make one up!
5. Know that you speak with anointing

6. Remember; it is good news!

Evidence of Salvation

Certain signs are indicators that the message of salvation is taking root. If these signs are not demonstrated, they probably aren’t truly converted.
· Recognition (rather than denial) of sinfulness (Rom 3:23, 6:22)

· Faith in Christ 
· Repentance; experiencing pain at what they have done (Acts2:37, 38)

· Change of lifestyle, elimination of destructive behaviors (2Cor 5:17)

· Increased prayer life (Mat 26:41, Acts 2:42)

· An understanding of what obedience means and what it does for us (Acts 26:17-20)

As we disciple others, we need to assess where each person stands in these areas.
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
